SETADATE

Setting a date early in your planning process is key. As you consider dates, be aware of all local and national
events, as well as holidays.

REGISTER YOUR EVENT

MAKE A PLAN

Now that you’ve got the big details nailed down and registered your event, it's time to start planning. It's important
to document every phase of your event, pre, during and post so that everyone is on the same page.

RECRUIT VOLUNTEERS

Recruit friends and family members. Reach out to school, work, church and other affiliate organization contacts. Set
a goal on how many volunteers you will need, and what each role involves. Make sure you recruit enough
volunteers so that the event will run smoothly.

SPREAD THE WORD ABOUT YOUR EVENT

Make sure to let your friends and family know about your event. Social media is a great way to get the word out.

COLLECT FUNDS
